“The VC was such a challenging and exciting experience that I’m ready to repeat it anytime” said one of my students.\

Step by step guided by the instructions in the booklet we succeeded in organizing the Time Day. We chose the topic “Poverty”. We also had the great surprise of being called by  Izmir Private Fatih College from Turkey and we had the most serious conversation that day. 

Each team was different but they all offered us the opportunity of exchanging ideas of “traveling” through other countries guided by well informed ambassadors. It is the quickest way to discover and to be discovered to teach and to be taught to see and to be seen.

The project helped my students work together, spend more time together, become a real team. They got involved in global issues and they tried to understand them and to deal with them as active citizens. Being aware of what is happening around them is a first step in their attempt to make their voice heard. They listened and were listened to, asked and answered questions, sang and had a great time with teenagers from different cultures and religions.
